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THE FIRST DISTRICT COUNCIL

FTER a lapse of many years,

Massachusetts Alpha acted as
host to the First Distriet Council
April 21-23, 1939. As a whole the
meetings and social affairs were a
great success and the twenty-two of-
ficial delegates, gathered at Amherst
from the seven chapters of the Dis-
triet, thoroughly enjoyed themselves
and profited by the constructive erit-
icisms offered at the meetings by the
officers and various committees.

The Council was fortunate in hav-
ing Charles E. Strickland and Andrew
G. Truxal, national president and
vice - president, respectively, to aid
them. A large delegation from the
Boston Alumni Association as well as
numerous guests from the various
chapters swelled the registration and
added much to the success of the
Couneil.

At the first session held on Friday
morning, April 21st, the following
were elected as permanent officers,
upon the recommendation of Archon
Eugene C. Batchelar Jr.:

Immediately following, Worthy
Archon Batchelar appointed the vari-
ous eommittees and the morning ses-
sion was adjourned.

In the afternoon, Lloyd Ohlin of
Rhode Island Alpha presented a paper
on The One Payment Plan, and reec-

ommended its adoption by the First
District. Considerable discussion fol-
lowed and after each chapter had pre-
sented its reactions a vote was taken
and Brother Ohlin’s recommendation
was defeated, three chapters voting
against the motion and two abstaining
from voting. Many good points were
brought up in the discussion, how-
ever, and it proved that the Counecil
was vitally interested in this problem
even though it was against the adop-
tion of a one payment plan.

On Saturday morning, Worthy
Archon Batchelar pointed out the vul-
nerable points of each chapter and
urged that the delegates convey these
to their respective chapters and rec-
ommended that everything possible be
done to correct the various faults.

Bob Stark, Massachusetts Alpha, re-
porting for the Committee on Exten-
sion, stated that the committee had
unanimously recommended the grant-
ing of a charter to the local fraternity
Phi Phi Delta at Hobart College, Ge-
neva, N. Y. The committee based their
recommendation on the fact that Phi
Phi Delta is the top ranking fraterni-
ty at Hobart and worthy of becoming
a chapter of Phi Kappa Psi. The com-
mittee also recommended that the
question be turned over to the Fra-
ternity’s Committee on Collegiate In-
formation and Development, to in-
vestigate Hobart College and report
on their findings prior to the conven-
ing of the 1940 Grand Arch Counecil.
Should Hobart be found a satisfactory
college in which to have a chapter of
our Fraternity the committee recom-
mended that the First District ap-
prove the granting of a charter to Phi
Phi Delta. The Council passed the
motion after a brief but lively discus-
sion. The reports of the Committee on
the mnext Distriet Council and the
Committee on the Constitution and
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By-Laws, submitted by Brothers
MeDowell and Irish, respectively,
were accepted by the Council and the
third meeting was adjourned.

The fourth and last meeting of the
Council proved to be the longest and
most successful of the weekend and
was called to order by the Worthy
Archon at 3:45 P. M. on Saturday.
Bob Gouldin’s report on the State of
the District, an excellent piece of
work, was accepted unanimously by
the delegates. It was found from this
report that the First Distriect was in
good shape in most respects but that
the general scholarship of the District
was only average and the committee
recommended that each chapter strive
to bring up its average. The commit-
tee also made the following resolu-
tions:

‘““Resolved: The card catalogue
must contain chapter officers, col-
lege honors, and noteworthy facts
of the brother, as well as the con-
secutive number, address, date of
initiation, and relations in the
fraternity.

‘‘Resolved : Each chapter must
have a representative each year
at the initiation banquets of at
least two other chapters in the
District.”’

Both resolutions were accepted
unanimously along with Brother
Gouldin’s report.

William Dixon, New York Alpha,
reporting for the Committee on Fi-
nance, made the resolution that na-
tional Fraternity expenses to the un-
dergraduate should be reduced and
also resolved that a permanent com-
mittee be established in the #irst Dis-
trict to investigate this possibility and
that a report should be submitted by
the Executive Council of the Fra-
ternity to each chapter regarding the
possibilities of a reduection and also
that a copy of the resolution should
be sent to each chapter of the Frater-
nity. After a long, heated discussion
participated in by all present, Brother
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Dixon’s report was accepted and his
resolution was passed unanimously.

Nicholas McManus submitted the
report of the Committee on Scholar-
ship and Education and the report
was accepted. This committee also
recommended that the chapters try to
improve their scholarship rating.

The closing business was the elec-
tion of Archon and after Brother
Stark had withdrawn his name from
the ballot, John H. Williams, New
York Beta, was unanimously elected.
Williams, the son of Past President
Howard C. Williams (1926-28), is
from Shaker Heights, Ohio, and suc-
ceeds Gene Batchelar as Archon of
the First District. Batchelar is to be
congratulated on the fine work he has
done during the past two years and
especially on the way he conducted
this year’s Distriet Council.

The District Council Banquet was
held on Friday evening at the Hotel
Drake in Amherst and proved to be a
huge sueccess. The main speaker was
Walter A. Dyer, Mass. Alpha ’00, who
gave an interesting and humorous talk
dealing with the difficulties which the
first members of the Amherst chapter
had in getting organized. The other
speakers included President Strickland
and Elbridge R. Anderson of Boston,
both of whom gave speeches which
will long be remembered by those who
attended the banquet. Bill Hutchinson
of the Amherst delegation acted as
toastmaster and did an excellent job
in making the banquet a success.

On Saturday night an informal
dance was held at the chapter house
and was attended by a group of en-
thusiastic jitterbugs. Sunday morn-
ing was taken up by a soft ball game
on the front lawn in which a large
number of the delegates and visitors
participated.

The 1941 First Distriet Couneil is
to be held at New York Beta, and it
is hoped that many of those who at-
tended this year’s council will also be
present when the delegates convene
two years hence.

Lee Sheppard, N. Y. Alpha ’29, of
Philadelphia, read a paper concerning
the secrets of the Fraternity consid-
ered as a Lecture on the Ritual, which
was aceepted in toto by the delegates.

The elections ran off very smoothly,
and, by a fortunate coincidence, Fred
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B. Zoll, Pennsylvania Iota, was unan-
imously reelected for another term.
A few words of wisdom were volun-
teered by our distinguished guests and
the business phase of the convention
was adjourned.

Most of the social activities of the
session centered around a tourist
camp on the outskirts of the town
where the various delegations had
taken cabins. It was at this camp that
the ability of the brethren to cope
with almost any situation was ably
demonstrated, for the dates which the
host chapter had arranged to get for
the dance, were either forewarned or
frightened off, and the prospects for
a stag dance seemed exceedingly good,
but when the night of the dance ar-
rived, C'harlottesville’s ‘‘ fairest’’ were
in evidence everywhere gathered from
the highways and byways of this busy
little metropolis. No report of the so-
cial activities would be complete with-
out mentioning the humorous little in-
cidents, such as the party held in the
Penn Iota cabin after the smoker
when the spirit of competition was de-
veloped in a game known as Putting
out the Torch.

The eonvention was duly honored at
its banquet on Saturday, May 6th,
when Judge Ernest H. Van Fossen,
N. Y. Gamma ’10, of the U. S. Board
of Tax Appeals, gave an inspired talk,
and the wisdom of his remarks will be
remembered for many yvears by those
present. The entire success of the con-
vention was due to the brothers of
Virginia Alpha, and particularly to
Art Tuthill, George Balsley, and Barry
Marshall who were directly respon-
sible for the arrangements. Archon
Zoll is to be congratulated on his re-
election which was merited by the fine
manner in which he conducted the
Council, and Virginia is to be con-
gratulated for its fine university,
Charlottesville, and its proximity to
Sweet Briar.

N Thursday evening, March 30th,

the registration desk of Penn-
sylvania Alpha, host chapter, was
busy receiving members, delegates,
alumni and guests of the Third Dis-
triet Council. Council delegates and
visitors were housed in the George
Washington Hotel, where all business
and social functions were held. The
hotel took on the appearance of a
huge fraternity house. The Council
seemed like a miniature G.A.C.

The Third District Council ex-
tended from Mareh 31 to April 2.
Archon Harry T. Vallery, Ohio Delta,
who was reelected to succeed himself,
presided at all business sessions most
of which were construetive and
thought-provoking. Representing the
Executive Council were Vice Presi-
dent Andrew G. Truxal and Scholar-
ship Director Howard L. Hamilton.
On hand also was the Fraternity’s
popular veteran, Sion B. Smith, of
Pittsburgh, who, despite his almost
sixty years of active Phi Psi work,
again became one of the ‘‘boys’’.

During sessions on Friday and Sat-
urday the following papers were pre-
sented and discussed at length:
Freshman Training, by Bob Craig,
Ohio Delta; The One Payment Plan,
by Charles Hughes, Pennsylvania
Lambda ; the Pro-rata System of Han-
dling Chapter Accounts, by Harry
Hopkinson, Ohio Epsilon; Collceting
Accounts Receivable from TUnder-
graduate Members, by Bob Hamilton,
West Virginia Alpha; Alumni Indebt-
edness, by Ohio Beta; Freshman Edu-
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cation, by Richard Kelting, Ohio
Delta.

After considerable discussion, the
report recommending The One Pay-
ment Plan of taxation was adopted.
Council delegates went on record as
favoring the petition of Phi Phi Delta,
a local fraternity, for a chapter char-
ter at Hobart College, Geneva, N. Y.
The Council, upon recommendation of
a special committee, voted to reject
a plan to erect a plaque or marker on
the house in Canonsburg, Pa., in
which the Fraternity was founded,
owing to the fact that the property is
on the market for sale.

The social program included a
smoker in the English Room of the
hotel, Friday evening, which proved
that when Good Fellows Get Together
a good time is had by one and all;
and by a Council banquet the follow-
ing night, at which Judge Howard W.
Hughes, of the Common Pleas Court
of Washington County (Pennsyl-
vania), was guest speaker.

DEFINITE movement was
launched at the Fourth Distriet
Couneil, April 28-30, 1939, to reestab-
lish the ramifications of the Frater-
nity in the South, where such glorious
groups as Virginia Gamma, Delta and
Epsilon; South Carolina Alpha; Mis-
sissippi Beta; Tennessee Alpha, Beta
and Gamma; and Kentucky Alpha
are rapidly fading memories. Five
delegates were named members of a
permanent committee to work out con-
crete plans for southern extension.
The Fourth Distriect Council was
held at Minneapolis, Minn., with Min-
nesota Beta acting as host, in a most
gracious, efficient and interesting
manner. Presiding at all the business
meetings was Archon Alfred R.
Mueller, Illinois Delta, who was re-
elected at the closing meeting of the
Council. President Charles E.
Strickland represented the Executive
Council. On hand also was Edward
H. Knight, Ind. Gamma ’93, of In-
dianapolis, a veteran of more Grand
Arch Councils and Distriet Councils
than the average undergraduate can
even contemplate.

Rev. E. J. Randall, N. Y. Delta ’89,
of Chicago, who made a great personal
hit at the Edgewater Beach Hotel
G.A.C. in 1938, was in attendance and
told delegates about Hobart College,
where the Fraternity was represented,
1881-91, and Phi Phi Delta, a local
fraternity at that college, now peti-
tioning for a chapter charter. The
Council went on record as favorable
towards the Hobart petitioners.

In addition to a spirit of extension,
the delegates took back to their chap-
ters the solution keys to a good many
maintenance problems, including the
adaptability of the cooperative buy-
ing plan; the house-mother plan; the
pro-rata system with its dual advan-
tages of financing bad accounts and
fostering cooperative responsibility.
The details of these plans, complete
and definitive, can be found in the
Council minutes, copies of which have
been distributed among all twelve
chapters in the District. Some real
pointers on student-faculty relation-
ship improvement are econtained
therein. Pledge captains will find in
them, too, a score of tested recipes for
giving merited A’s on pledge exam-
inations.

But more than merely problems and
hints, delegates took back to their
chapters something of the spirit of
the ‘‘stout fellas’” who are carrying
on at Wisconsin in spite of Alpha’s
depression tragedy. They are giving
lip-service, too, to the Council’s call-
to-arms of Fourth District men to
colonize Wisconsin.

Congratulations are in order to
Minnesota Beta, our genial host, on
the everything-we-have-is-yours spirit
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of their hospitality, and, incidentally,
on their baseball playing. The Coun-
cil watched them trounce Phi Delta
Theta at softball to the tune of 19-3.
Our Minnesota brothers know the
cream of the co-educational crop, ac-
cording to the emphatie testimony of
delegates after their blind-date ex-

periences at the Saturday night formal.
The delegates were welcomed at the
St. Paul Country Club where approx-
imately 150 Phi Psis congregated for
the Distriet Council banquet. A pre-
Council smoker served to better ac-
quaint the delegates before the busi-
ness was at hand.

The last mentioned committee com-
posed of members from Colorado Al-
pha, Missouri Alpha, Iowa Beta and
Towa Alpha synchronized the conven-
tion machinery very well. Conse-
quently each chapter delegate was
busy, thus providing maximum oppor-
tunity for exchange of criticisms,
ideas and suggestions . . . the essencc
of problem solving.

In addition to the discussions con-
cerned with the recommendations of
all committees, two meetings were de-
voted to the following topies: Extra-
curricular activities, The One Pay-
ment Plan, Systematic Summer Rush-
ing, Hell Week Practises, Stimulation
of Alumni Interest, Fraternity By-
Laws and Freshman Education. The
delegates from Colorado Alpha per-
suasively recommended that outgoing
G. P.’s and rushing chairmen should

file with their chapter a record of
their experiences while in office, in
order to provide future chapter offi-
cers with valuable information vital
to efficiency in chapter control.

Paramount was the model initiation
which was presented by capable dele-
gates and criticized by Brothers
Strickland, Tate and Snyder, who
gave the correct interpretation of the
Fraternity Ritual.

Past President H. .. Snyder, upon
receiving news of the death on April
11, 1939, of Dan G. Swannell, a
former president of Phi Kappa Psi,
offered the following resolution in
memory of that devoted and sincere
brother:

‘““Be it resolved that the Fifth Dis-
trict of the Phi Kappa Psi Fraternity
record its last tribute to the memory
of a great man; that we feel a keen
sense of loss in the death of one whose
whole life was such that his memory
can never be erased from our record;
that while it is depressing to reflect
that a warm heart has been forever
stilled by the cold sickle of the Grim
Reaper, it is helpful to remember that
his soul lives om, and that his mind,
and the impression it made on the Fra-
ternity, will always serve as a stim-
ulative example to those who knew
him; that in his passing our Frater-

nity has lost one of its finer gentle-
men.”’

Dominant in the memory of those
who attended the Distriet Council is
the banquet held at the Jeiferson Ho-
tel the evening of April 14, 1939. Ex-
cellent speakers, a clever symposiarch,
soothing dinner musie, tasty food and
ravenous appetites made it the out-
standing stroke of the host chapter.

Talks were presented by President
Charles E. Strickland, Director of
Fraternity Education Win Tate, Past
President H. L. Snyder, and Presi-
dent of the S.U.I. Alumni Associa-
tion, Ben Butler, who successively re-
iterated and exalted in the minds of
each and every Brother the cardinal
values of the Fraternity.

The Fifth Distriet is deeply in-
debted to these leaders whose tireless
efforts have repeatedly borne fruit
throughout the Fraternity.

As the Distriet Council came to a
close, Arch Ross Jr., Texas Alpha,
was elected to the office of Archon on
the first ballot, whereupon the dele-
gates joined in singing ‘‘The Eyes of
Texas Are Upon You.’’ Brother Ross
beamed.

Following adjournment, many of
the delegates parted with promises to
meet again at Missouri Alpha, the host
to the Fifth District in 1941.

Alpha ’35, associated with the Co-
lumbia Broadeasting System in Los
Angeles, Calif.
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INDIANA BETA’S SCHOLARSHIP RECOVERY
TRACED TO SELECTIVITY ON GRADE BASIS

HEN the scholastic record of

Indiana Beta fell below the all-
men’s average of Indiana University
for the first time in 1937-38, the Chap-
ter and its advisors decided to do
something about it! It would be im-
prudent, it was agreed, to await a
prolonged period of unsatisfactory
standing before attempting to regain
the long and well-established position
of high scholarship on the campus.
The Shield for January, 1937, offered
a graph showing this splendid record
over a period of years. The chapter
stood second in twenty on the Indiana
campus in 1935-36; the next year it
stood fourth in twenty. Then came
the drop in scholarship interest which
put the chapter in the position of
twelfth in nineteen, the lowest point
in its history.

Instead of trying to rationalize the
situation, the chapter decided to make
improvements in the place where the
benefits would be the most lasting,
viz., in the next pledge class. The re-
sults were delightfully surprising.
The excerpts from a letter received
from Brother Croan Greenough, as-
sistant to the president, Indiana Uni-
versity, explain the methods used and
the results obtained :

““The fine record made by the fresh-
men of Indiana Beta during the past
school year can be traced directly to
one factor. The rush committee last
summer checked carefully with high
school prineipals, found each rushee’s
high school scholastic reecord, and
made this information available to the
chapter in pledging. As a general rule,
no person was pledged who stood be-
low the half-way mark in high school
scholarship.

‘“The chapter made this move after
analyzing carefully the results of the
previous year’s pledging, when high
school grades were not taken into aec-
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count and when over half the class
was lost through scholastie difficulty.

‘“The effectiveness of this measure
is seen by the fact that twenty-one
members of a class of twenty-four
were initiated; ten members main-
tained over a B average; three mem-
bers were initiated into Phi Eta
Sigma; and the class won the Uni-
versity freshman scholarship cup. The
twenty-one initiated members had a
total of 84 hours of A; 128 hours of
B; 112 of C; 3 of D, and none of F.
It is not much of an exaggeration to
say that the class the year before,
pledged without regard to high school
performance, had grades just the op-
posite of the above. The members of
the class who were initiated, however,
have been a fine addition to the house.

““Of the three pledges who did not
make their grades for initiation dur-
ing the first semester, one made them
the second semester; another made
above the requirements set by the Uni-
versity but below the requirements of
Indiana Beta, and the third alone
failed to make his grades.

““The chapter rush committee is
carrying out the same procedure this
year. The chapter is convinced that
high school scholarship is a wvalid,
though, of course, not infallible, indi-
cation of probable ecollege perform-
ance.

‘“There were other contributing
factors, of course, such as striet study
hours during parts of the day, and
diseiplinary measures developed en-
tirely without the paddle in any
form.”’

Some of the contributing factors
were alumni members of the faculty
who gave time and energy and valu-
able advice. In addition to Croan
Greenough, John E. Stempel, head of
the Department of Journalism, and

Members of the Fraternity award
committee, Past President Leverett S.
Lyon, Lester S. Kellogg and Scholar-
ship Director Howard L. Hamilton,
divided the Fraternity into two
groups, the first including the twenty-
six chapters in Districts I, IT and III,
and the second the twenty-six chap-
ters in Districts IV, V and V1.

Prospective candidates were noti-
fied, through a series of letters ad-
dressed by the committee to each chap-
ter, that awards of $250 each would
go to the two juniors in the two
groups whose scholarship records
showed the greatest improvement, on
a weighted ratio basis, over the pre-
vious academic year. The contest for
1939-40 will be conducted on a similar

basis which gives every junior in the
Fraternity an equal opportunity to
win the award. It is hoped that the
contest will attract every chapter this
year.

On a weighted ratio basis of compe-
tition, Joseph Conlon’s transeript re-
flected an improvement of 178 points,
and that of Hugh Tremaine, 125.33
points. Only thirty-three juniors, rep-
resenting twenty-two (less than 50
per cent) of our chapters entered the
1938-39 contest.

Thomas A. Cookson, University Reg-
istrar, and James J. Robinson, di-
rector of the Indiana University of
Criminal Law and Criminology, were
very active.

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THE NINETEEN-FORTY GRAND ARCH COUNCIL

HE MOORE aND LETTERMAN boys

are going back to the New York-
Philadelphia sector next June to hold
their Forty-first Grand Arch Council.
They haven’t convened nationally in
New York City since 1894, when 164
loyal sons met at the Hotel Savoy
to hear President William Clayton
Wilson, largely responsible for our
present form of government, bring the
first meeting to order, to see the sights
of the Big City, to lay the ground-
work for extension in the East, to out-
law all forms of horseplay in conneec-
tion with initiations, to talk (but do
nothing) about adopting a Phi Psi
hand clasp for women and to start the
late great Walter Lisle MceCorkle on
what proved to be a four-year term as
president. He was the only man to
serve the Fraternity as president more
than one term. William Mowry
Thatcher, Kans. Alpha ’80, a small
town newspaper editor who later made
good as a lawyer in New York, was
S. W. G. P. of the first and last G. A.
C. to be held in the nation’s largest
city. It was Edward H. Knight’s first
G. A. C, but not his last. He hasn’t
missed one in forty-five years.

Clara wore our colors in 98

® Tour years later, April 13-17, 1898,
when William Randolph Hearst was
wildly excited about our war with
Spain, the Phi Psi boys met at Phila-
delphia in the Aldine Hotel, a famous
family hostelry, for what proved to be
the ‘‘biggest and best’’ convention in
the annals of the Fraternity up to
that time. Attendance: 268. Also in
convention assembled in the City of
Brotherly Love were members of Chi
Psi, another great old-line Greek-
letter organization.

The twentieth G. A. C. at Phila-
delphia, the second* and last to be
held in that city, was a notable one.

*The first was in 1876, with Andrew Albright
Leiser as S. W. G. P—Ed.
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President Walter Lisle McCorkle had
the pleasure of introducing the late
William Cameron Sproul, Pa. Kappa
89, as S. W. G. P. A state senator
at that time, his mind was on the
sinking of the Battleship Maine and
the situation in Cuba; as governor of
Pennsylvania during World War
I, his war-worries were inereased im-
measurably. His son, John R. Sproul,
Pa. Kappa 13, Archon of District II,
1916-17, was among the hundreds of
young Phi Psis to serve in France.

Symposiarch at the banquet was the
late A. Mitchell Palmer, Pa. Kappa
’89, Attorney General of the United
States under Woodrow Wilson, Va.
Alpha ’79, war-time President. Robert
Lowry, the Grand Old Man of Phi
Kappa Psi, was one of the banquet
speakers. The Phi Kappa Psi Burial
Ritual, written by Henry T. Scudder,
N. Y. Gamma ’73, was adopted. Billy
Wilson’s original Constitution was
dressed up a bit by a committee
headed by Henry Pegram who was to
become the Fraternity’s first Attor-
ney General. A membership certifi-
cate, still in use, was adopted. And the
debt on the Grand Catalogue was paid
off ! Most of the G. A. C’ers saw Clara
Lipman in The Telephone Girl at the
Walnut Street Theater. Clara received
a couple of beautiful bouquets from
the Phi Psi beau brummels. All female
members of the cast wore the colors
of the Fraternity. Such recognition
was not uncommon during the Gay
Nineties.

CHAPTER ROLL

EVENTY-FOUR chapter charters have been granted by the Phi
Kappa Psi Fraternity since February 19, 1852, the date of our
founding. Twenty-two charters have been surrendered, for one

reason or another, leaving an active chapter roll of fifty.two. Only
two chapters (New York Zeta at Brooklyn Polytechnic Institute and
Pennsylvania Mu at Carnegic Institute of Technology), established
in the last half-century, are on the inactive list. The following 220
pages are devoted to the membership rolls of each of the seventy-four
chapters claimed by the Fraternity the last eighty-seven years.

It was not until four years after the Grand Chapter system of
government was abolished in 1886 that any intelligent method of
recording the Fraternity’s personnel was adopted. Since 1890, when
the late George Smart became Secretary, each Secretary has submitted
an annual report, based upon comprehensive submissions of Chapter
secretaries, covering undergraduate personnel, number of initiates,
transfers, etc.

On March- 1, 1939 (the end of the year covering chapter mem-
bership submissions), the Fraternity claimed 27,886 initiates, a trifle
more than three times as many as were accounted for at the end of
our first fifty years of existence. It was not until 1906 that our total
membership passed the 10,000 mark. In that year our forty-three
chapters accounted for 1,215 undergraduate members, including 421
initiates. In the year ended March 1, 1939, our undergraduate
membership was 2,508, including 724 initiates.

Qur twenty-fifth chapter grant was in 1868, when we claimed
nineteen active chapters. Qur fiftieth chapter charter was granted
twenty years later, in 1888, thirty-six years after our founding, but it
was not until 1927, our seventy-fifth year of existence, that we
claimed fifty active chapters, although a total of seventy-two chapter
installations had been recorded by that time.

Of the fifty-two chapters now existing under the banners of Phi
Kappa Psi, eight were installed between 1852-1860; eleven between
1860-70; six in each of the next four decades; four between 1910-20:
three between 1920-30, and two since 1930.

Following is a brief summary of the seventy-four chapter charter
grants since 1852, the total chapter membership figures being those
listed by the Secretary as of March 1, 1939:
